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Introduction  
The email discussion on Industrial IoT/URLLC was agreed to start from RAN#85 onwards (Assuming early October). 

[bookmark: _GoBack]During the RAN#85 the part of objectives for IIoT and URLLC objectives were discussed, and some actions were taken to limit the scope on Release 16
The relation with XR for NR was also raised and this document aims to clarify which aspects are to be handled in IIOT/URLLC discussions to avoid overlap/duplication and on the other hand to ensure all key areas are covered.
Planned email discussion scope
Phase 1 email discussion, is to collect which items should be considered for Release 17, with the expected items including (subject to input still) which were down scoped from Release 16, topics like:
· Intra-UE service multiplexing (which was excluded from Release 16, only priorization still in Release 16)
· UE-based PDCP duplication activation/deactivation enhancements
There were aspects from the areas of mobility (zero interruption mobility and MIMO (Multi-TRP) which were discussed originally related to URLLC/IIoT in Release 16, but concluded to be covered elsewhere 
Further the new items raised (In RAN#84 workshop or RAN#85) included (this is not full list): 
· Time Sensitive Communications (TSC) for private WAN
· Enhanced diversity support / Multi-TRP / Multipanel / beam management
· QoS predictability
· Unlicensed IIoT/URLLC and URLLC FR2 enhancements
· Feedback enhancements for IIoT
· Faster UE processing times
· Interference management for URLLC in mixed URLLC/eMBB network
· 5G Architecture optimization for machine control
· Evaluations with the new IIoT channel model 

The first phase of email discussion (until mid October) is planned to complement this list. The alignment with XR for NR email discussion (separate email discussion) needs to be ensured, the XR related aspects like traffic model or XR service capacity in different environments are not to be addressed here.

The next phase of email discussion is intended to collect feedback on the proposals identified (until mid November).
