The DVB Study Mission on Film Grain Synthesis would like to thank the 3GPP Feasibility Study on Film Grain Synthesis for the liaison statement in your document S4-240501. 
DVB would like to inform you of the ongoing work of the DVB Commercial Module Study Mission on Film Grain Synthesis.  This Study Mission held an online fact-finding workshop on 6 March, to help identify commercial drivers and also potential obstacles to the use of FGS in DVB systems.  A set of questions is being created to further explore these issues, which will be sent out in a survey of major stakeholders such as yourselves.  
The responses to this survey will be analysed and used to guide the writing of a report in May, to be submitted to the DVB Commercial Module meeting on 20 June.  The Commercial Module will then decide what steps (if any) should be taken to include guidance or requirements on the handling of FGS in DVB standards.
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
