Justification

TSG-GERAN#21 has now completed the feasibility study on Generic Access to the A/Gb interface. It was found feasible to develop a set of protocols that allowed an MS capable of generic access to obtain services provided by the core network, using alternate access methods such as through a generic IP based broadband connection. The generic broadband connection provides connectivity between the MS and the core network and may be obtained through any means or any combination of means such as ADSL, Cable, alternate wireless access, etc. As shown in the feasibility study, the MS connects to a network node that interfaces with the core network through the standard A/Gb interfaces. A new interface, the Up interface, that connects the MS to a generic access network controller (GANC) needs to be defined. A new protocol, the GARR,  that mimics the functionality as seen by the MM layer needs to be defined.

b. New access interface protocols required for generic access.
