Justification

This work item presents a scenario for 3 band downlink, single band uplink carrier aggregation. To meet the market requirements of operators, downlink bandwidth demands are increasing constantly. As such, to meet the market requirements of operators, especially in markets where contiguous spectrum is less available to an operator, other schemes are needed. Two band carrier aggregation (2 bands in the downlink) has been a successful mechanism to provide this additional bandwidth in some cases. However, there are still market requirements which require even higher bandwidth. The next logical step in downlink carrier aggregation is to aggregate 3 separate bands on the downlink. Only one uplink is considered.
The corresponding 2-band scenario must be completed prior to the 3 band scenario commencing.
