Justification

Network access via WLAN is becoming more widespread, there are UEs becoming available that support both 3GPP access technologies and non 3GPP access technologies such as WLAN. It is important therefore to have clear requirements in place that describe how multiple access devices use and prioritise networks providing these access technologies. 

Selection of networks available only through non 3GPP access technologies is not covered in any 3GPP specification and therefore how mobile devices select these networks generally is undefined. 

Non 3GPP access technologies were considered as part of Technical Report TR22.811 (Review of Network Selection Principles). The TR concluded that where multiple technologies may be available in a given location, it would be useful to provide a single mechanism for identifying preferences.

At  SA Plenary 33 it was stated, "The intention of 3GPP for IMS and SAE is to support non-3GPP as well as 3GPP accesses. For technical work in the WGs, the intention is to support non-3GPP accesses as far as possible." This Work Item is intended to support this.

Objective

The objective of this WI is to study how a UE which can support networks through both 3GPP access and non 3GPP access, performs the network selection procedures. The study could lead to a further work item to update TS22.011 to include selection of networks offering these access types.

Service Aspects

The following aspects will be considered:

· Automatic selection of networks offered through non 3GPP access types

· Manual selection of networks offered through non 3GPP access types

· Operator management of network preferences for networks offered through non 3GPP access types

· Operator management of how the device accesses networks offered through non 3GPP access types.
