Outstanding Issues:
Summaries are being provided by the rapporteurs at TSGs, expected to be provided until June 2024.
All Clauses from clause 5 onwards still have to be correctly numbered (this will be done when the draft becomes stable).
Some reminders on guidance for summaries:
-	A summary should not exceed one page long. Exceptions are possible, in particular for items impacting several WGs/TSGs.
-	A summary shall answer 2 questions: “what does the feature bring/solve?” and “what are its main impacts on the system?”.
-	Figures (or at least tables) are highly encourage. 
-	A summary shall be readable (e.g. avoid long list of bullet items). 
-	A summary shall be understandable by non-specialist. The target audience is the broader 3GPP community and even outside.
-	every (non-obvious) acronym shall be explained. 
-	The work items’ UIDs shall be mentioned. This is the key identifier to tell what is being summarized. 
-	For the references, the CRs should not be directly listed. Instead, a link to 3GU should be provided.
