Scope
The present document describes the procedures for using Unstructured Supplementary Service Data (USSD) operations in MMI mode over IP Multimedia Core Network Subsystem (IMS). MMI mode is for the transparent transport of MMI strings entered by the user to the Application Servers (AS) and for the transparent transport of text strings back to the User Equipment (UE) to be displayed for user information. 
The present document is applicable to UE and AS which are intended to support user configuration of supplementary services.
Editor's Note: The use of USSD using IMS applies to 3GPP access technology. The applicability to access technologies other than 3GPP access technology is FFS, and is not considered to apply at this stage.
