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Abstract of document:

TR 45.926 contains the outcome of the 3GPP study item ‘Solutions for GSM/EDGE BTS Energy Saving’.

In this study, methods to reduce the power consumption at the BTS due to reduced output power on logical channels were studied. In particular power reduction on the BCCH carrier was analysed and two candidate techniques were introduced to the TR: BCCH Carrier Power Reduction Methodology (clause 7) and Output power reduction on BCCH carrier for GMSK (clause 8). It has been concluded that substantial saving in cumulated TRX power consumption is enabled by allowing an output power reduction on BCCH carrier of up to 6 dB for non-BCCH/CCCH timeslots. Selection of the candidate technique in clause 8 for the normative work was concluded.
TR 45.926 covers following aspects:

· Network scenario considerations and energy consumption breakdown of the BTS

· Performance and compatibility objectives of the study
· Common assumptions including evaluation assumptions for simulated scenarios and field tests, evaluation metrics, and reference case assumptions
· Candidate techniques and evaluations
· Summary and Conclusions.
Changes since last presentation to GERAN Meeting #55:

The TR has been revised in regard to performance and compatibility objectives in clause 5 and common assumptions in clause 6. Two candidate techniques for BTS energy savings in clause 7 (BCCH Carrier Power Reduction Methodology) and clause 8 (Output power reduction on BCCH carrier for GMSK) were introduced with concept description and concept evaluation against the defined performance and compatibility objectives. Summary and Conclusions were added in clause 9 proposing the specification of the candidate technique described in clause 8.
