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1. Introduction
This document is companion way forward to the discussion paper in [1].
2. Proposed way forward
	RAN agrees to task RAN WGs (starting from RAN1) to introduce a two new UE categories with the following principles:

· Define DL “519 Mbps class” addressing 3DL and 4 DL CA with total aggregated bandwidth up to 80 MHz  (examples are shown in [1])
· Define DL “689 Mbps class” addressing 3DL and  4 DL CA with total aggregated bandwidth up to 80 MHz  (examples shown in [1])
· The above DL categories should be paired with UL categories with the same processing requirements as the existing UL Cat.6 and UL Cat.7
· Add UL 64 QAM as an optional feature to UL UE categories 2, 3, 4, 6 and 7
· New UE categories should be defined in release-11

· RAN WGs should  further discuss

· “Physical layer parameter values”, “Total layer 2 buffer sizes“ and “Maximum number of bits of a MCH transport block received within a TTI” as defined in TS36.306

· Mechanisms to address backward compatibility
· RRC signalling
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
