Progress of the Core part WI 
RAN4#70bis:
The remaining UE core requirements for UTRA L-band SDL were agreed in [1] and the E-UTRA MOP for Band 20+L-band agreement was included into the TR 37.814 in [2]. 
Regarding channel numbering, UARFCN for band XXXII and EARFCN for band 32 were agreed in [3].
On BS side, the specific requirements for operating L-band BS in Japan were approved in [4] and captured into the TR 37.814. The BS operating band unwanted emission were also agreed in [5]. Proposals on how to include the ECC regulatory requirements for the specification of L-Band BS unwanted emissions in Region 1 were discussed in [6] and [7].
The TR 37.814 V0.3.0 was approved in [9].
RAN4#71:
Regarding coexistence requirements in Region 1, a proposal to specify declaration levels related to regulatory requirements was approved in [10] and the frequency limits for OOBE outside 1452-1492 MHz agreed in [11]. The inclusion of an annex in BS specification to provide guidelines on how to derive EIRP limits based on based on manufacturer declarations and site specific conditions was discussed in [12] and [13]. It was proposed to finalize the content of the annex under TEI.
The CRs to introduce the L-Band and the CA/ multi-carrier combinations into UE and BS core specifications were agreed:

· Band XXXII and Band I+XXXII were introduced into TS 25.101 [14]

· Band 32 and Band 20+32 CA were introduced into TS 36.101 [15]

· Band XXXII was introduced into TS 25.104 [16] 
· Band 32 and Band 20+32 CA were introduced into TS 36.104 [17] 
· Bands 32 and XXXII was introduced into TS 37.104 [18] 
· Band 32/ XXXII were introduced into BS and repeater EMC specifications TS25.113 [23], TS36.113 [24] and TS37.113 [25].
· Band 32/ XXXII were introduced into EMC requirements for mobile terminals and ancillary equipment specifications TS34.124 [26] and TS36.124 [27].
RAN2#86:
The introduction of Band 32/ XXXII in the relevant RAN2 specifications TS 25.327 and 25.331 was agreed in [32]-[36].
RAN3#84:
The introduction of Band 32/ XXXII in the relevant RAN3 specifications TS 25.423, 25.433, 25.466 and 25.461 was agreed in [37]-[40].
