	According to the current traffic trend in the mobile network, downlink data traffic is much larger than uplink. To accommodate the asymmetric traffic as one of the motivations, a supplemental downlink carrier has been introduced and studied for some frequency bands where unpaired spectra are available. For the time being, this supplemental carrier is aimed at FDD and utilising as a Secondary Cell for Carrier Aggregation (CA). However, it has not been specified for TD-LTE although there is a great demand for such a usage for TD-LTE. Therefore, support of supplemental downlink operation for TD-LTE is essential to accommodate the current mobile traffic trend.
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	A new TDD UL-DL configuration for supplemendal downlink operation is captured in TS 36.306.
