Justification

According to the current traffic trend in the mobile network, downlink data traffic is much larger than uplink. To accommodate the asymmetric traffic as one of the motivations, a supplemental downlink carrier has been introduced and studied for some frequency bands where unpaired spectra are available, e.g., Band 29 and L-band. For the time being, this supplemental carrier is aimed at FDD and utilising as a Secondary Cell for Carrier Aggregation (CA).

Among the existing uplink-downlink configurations for TDD, Configuration 5 supports the largest downlink resource. The ratio of DL, UL and Special Subframe (SS) is 8:1:1. This could be used for the operation by which does not transmit UL signals in the UL and SS. However, this results in wasting up to 20% of radio resource which is not a marginal loss. In order to meet the great market demand, the standardisation work to introduce a new TDD UL/DL configuration, “10:0 configuration” (or “TDD DL-only configuration”), for TD-LTE is quite essential. This additional choice for the operation of CA would also result in facilitating the availability of TDD in the global market.
