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1] ITU-R WP5D
Next WP5D meeting will be held from June 14th  to June 22nd, 2016 in Geneva, Switzerland. Deadline for document submission is June 7th, 2016, 16.00 UTC. Note that this meeting will be held in parallel to RAN#72. 

The following WP5D meeting will be held from October 4th  to October 12th, 2016 location TBD. Deadline for document submission is September 27th, 2016, 16.00 UTC.

· PCG37_08 - on Work towards revision 1 of Recommendations ITU-R M.2070 and M.2071 - Questions for clarification within 3GPP specifications.

As agreed at RAN#71, RAN4 provided an answer to this LS, by reviewing the errors identified by ITU-R in the document previously submitted
· PCG37_09 - Revision of Report ITU-R M.2291
RAN#71 tasked ITU-R Ad Hoc to prepare and answer, finalized in PCG37_09. The document provided ITU-R WP5D parameters relevant to PPDR services.

Moreover, 3GPP RAN received RP-160720, the Circular Letter 5/LCCE/59 “Invitation for submission of proposals for candidate radio interface technologies for the terrestrial components of the radio interface(s) for IMT-2020 and invitation to participate in their subsequent evaluation”.

· RP-160721 - LS on Technical and operational characteristics of the land mobile service applications and their spectrum needs associated with work on WRC-19 agenda item 1.15 in the frequency range 275-450 GHz (ITU-R WP5A/TEMP/1(Rev.1)

It is proposed for RAN to send an LS back by answering that 3GPP is not considering this frequency range
· RP-160723 - LS on Technical and operational characteristics of digital land mobile communication systems for specific applications (ITU-R WP5A/TEMP/39)
The document asks for characteristics of systems able to support verticals (eHealth, …). ITU-R Ad-Hoc proposes to draft an answer by RAN#73 with the characteristics of 3GPP systems. Note that the finalization of the ITU-R document is in 2018, so also characteristics of the NR can be submitted in future. 

It is proposed that RAN tasks ITU-R Ad-Hoc to finalize the answer by RAN#73.

· RP-160743 - LS on Technical and operational characteristics and implementation of railway radiocommunication systems between train and trackside associated with work on WRC-19 agenda item 1.11 (ITU-R WP5A/TEMP/45(Rev.1))
The document asks for characteristics of systems able to support the railways communication system. ITU-R Ad-Hoc proposes to draft an answer by RAN#73 with the characteristics of 3GPP systems.

It is proposed that RAN tasks ITU-R Ad-Hoc to finalize the answer by RAN#73.

2] ITU-R WP5C
Next WP5C meeting is scheduled for 7-16 November 2016 and the deadline for submission of contributions is 16:00 hours UTC, 31 October 2016.

The following documents have been received by 3GPP RAN:

· RP-160722 - LS on Technical and operational characteristics of the fixed service applications and their spectrum needs associated with work on WRC-19 agenda item 1.15 (ITU-R WP5C/TEMP/16-E
This document concerns the frequency range 275-450 GHz, currently out of scope of 3GPP. It is proposed for RAN to include WP5C to the LS back to WP5A, indicating that 3GPP is not considering this frequency range

3] ITU-R WP1A
An LS was received in RP-151138 “LS on Report ITU-R SM.[SMART_GRID] on the Smart Grid project”
WP1A asks for comments on the current version of their document on smart grids (which already contains references to 3GPP technologies). In particular they ask to indicate if there are new solutions enabling smart grids

At RAN#71 no agreement was achieved in approving an answer, since the work on NB-IoT was not finalized. RAN#71 tasked ITU-R Ad Hoc to finalise the answer. It was not possible to finalise the document in the ad hoc, but a good level of agreement was reached among companies. A company contribution will be submitted to RAN#72
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
