Contributions [1] – [8] were submitted to this meeting.
UE reference sensitivity for the new band was discussed but no consensus was reached.
At the previous RAN4 meeting, contributions had highlighted the compatibility issues between IMT/mobile system and other adjacent systems, EESS below 1427MHz and MSS above 1518MHz. At this meeting preliminary solutions were discussed to protect these two services.
· EESS in the band 1400-1427MHz
The regulation framework to protect EESS was decided and approved at the WRC15. The regulation is based on a protection level (max -62dBw/27MHz for UE, &, max -72dBw/27MHz for BTS at the connector antenna). Thus, some contributions studied the different filters to comply to the EESS protection level, for the BTS (DL) case. It was highlighted that in function of the out power, a separation frequency between EESS and IMT BTS might be needed.

· MSS above 1518MHz
For BTS, the CEPT PT1 LS was the main regulation input for 3GPP RAN4. The MSS protection level decided by CEPT PT1 was -30dBm/MHz above 1520MHz. Thus, the BS filter was studied for the MSS protection level. 

About UE, as there is no regulation framework today, it was proposed to not take into account any MSS protection. But, it was not approved. Thus, it was decided to further study the MSS/IMT UE compatibility and take a decision about the protection level at the next RAN4 meeting.

About the TDD band plan, it was decided to follow the same structure of the SDL band plan.

Contributions [9] – [31] were submitted to this meeting.

The meeting focussed on 3 key aspects, TDD Band plan, the MSS protection level (UE case) and the EESS protection levels for all cases. The agreements on these aspects were made in [28]. The following band plan was approved.
