1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN thanks SA2 for their LS in which they ask for guidance as to which lower latency features are to be considered in the intermediate Release 15 (March 2018 ASN.1) and which are to be considered for the full Release 15 for EPC. 
TSG RAN would like to advise that the RAN WIDs for E-UTRA are intended for the full Release 15, not the intermediate freeze of Rel-15. TSG RAN also advises that the RAN WID on URLLC for LTE does not include enhancements to mobility or control plane latency. Initial URLLC aspects of NR will be included in the intermediate freeze for forward compatibility. 
Overall, no EPC impact is foreseen in the intermediate freeze of Rel-15 as a result of any of the low-latency work in TSG RAN. In the full Release 15, any possible EPC impacts of this work have not yet been identified.
