During the RAN4#84 meeting, Tdoc R4-1708452 was presented in RAN4 and 3 proposals have been proposed:
· Proposal 1: In this contribution, regulatory information is provided and it is proposed to capture the attached text proposal for the TR for TDD operating band in the C-band (3300-3400MHz) for Africa countries. => The proposal 1 was approved by RAN4
· Proposal 2: We propose to not taking into account any specific constraints into the 3GPP standard to protect other services (in the band or in adjacent bands). => The proposal 2 was rejected by RAN4 

· Proposal 3: Send a LS to ATU to:

1) Ask ATU if there are existing regulatory requirements for the band in Africa region that 3GPP must take into account
2) Ask ATU if ATU plans to develop regulatory requirements for the band, and what is the timeline for it.
3) Tell ATU that, in the absence of any requirement from ATU before the next RAN4 meeting, 3GPP will not incorporate to the specifications any constraints to protect other services
=> Proposal 3 has been approved partially. A compromise was found and a LS was send to ATU (See the LS R4-1709188)
