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Discussion:
RAN had concluded that NR UE Category can still be defined for marketing purpose, such as avoiding market fragmentation, but there is no signalling including UE categories as per RAN 2 decision 
From Vodafone point of view, currently UE categories are used not only technically, but also during marketing and selling activities and therefore we support that categories are still defined, even not signalled/used from a technical perspective anymore within NR.
Proposal 1: To confirm that UE categories will be defined for NR.
The next question is how to define the categories and on which granularity. During email discussion, at least 2 opinions were provided and we would like to share Vodafone view on that topic as only 1 company proposed to define them at all.
Once defining categories, it is important to highlight that categories have to match technical capabilities of devices and be future proof. Based on this we would like to propose the following categorisation of NR UEs.
