Introduction
The objective of this WI is to add to NR band n7 the support of channel bandwidths of 25 MHz, 30 MHz, 40 MHz and 50 MHz, with subcarrier spacing of 15 kHz, 30 kHz and 60 kHz. Specifically, it includes the following aspects:

•
Specify UE RF requirements if necessary, including the consideration of A-MPR to address the potential impact of wider channel bandwidths on RF requirements. 

•
Enable optional UE support of the above wider channel bandwidth in Rel-15 in a release independent manner.
This WI was approved at the RAN Meeting #82, with initial work starting at the RAN4 Meeting #90.

Description
At the RAN4 Meeting there were three documents submitted on this WI.
· Document R4-1900067 ("n7 new channel bandwidths emissions study") from Nokia demonstrates that for wider channel bandwidths, it will be necessary to increase A-MPR for the wider channels.  

· Document R4-1900893 ("BS RF requirements on adding wider channel bandwidths in Band n7") from Huawei proposes that the table of channel bandwidths for Band n7 is amended in TS38.104

· Document R4-1900894 ("UE reference sensitivity requirements on adding wider channel bandwidths in Band n7") from Huawei proposes that the UE reference sensitivity requirements should be added for the wider channel bandwidths
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
