Introduction

RAN2 and RAN3 received a LS from SA2 on work performed for Support of Vertical and LAN Services in S2-1813393 [1].

There are reply LSs available from RAN2 [2] and RAN3 [3], only confirming impact on RAN WG work and asking TSG RAN to clarify the work plan for RAN WGs on that topic.
This paper provides some basic considerations.

Discussion
Support of stand-alone Non-Public-Networks (SNPN) and non-stand-alone Non-Public-Networks (non-SNPN) has been discussed in SA2 for a while, see TR 23.734 [4], resulting in 2 solutions being concluded and obviously being worked on in terms of agreed CRs for TS 23.501 [5], two for SNPN [6], [8] and two for non-SNPN [7], [9], however, RAN2 and RAN3 were not able to comment on these CRs ([6], [7], [8[ and [9]).
As can be seen in [6] and [7], there are two different methods agreed in SA2 for operating SNPN and non-SNPN, with quite large impact on NG-RAN and UEs in terms broadcast, cell selection, mobility control etc.

We are of the opinion, that stage 2 work in TSG SA working groups with such large impact on work in TSG RAN working groups should not be concluded without first consulting TSG RAN (as done by LS in S2-1813393 [1]).

Further, we believe that investigations need to be done to understand whether more communalities between the selected solutions for SNPN and non-SNPN can be achieved. E.g. it may be possible to realise non-SNPNs with features selected for SNPN and network sharing functions. It is beneficial if RAN WGs are involved in designing such feature.

We would therefore encourage TSG RAN and TSG SA to intensify cooperation for standardisation work for NPNs.

Proposal
It is proposed

to follow the guidelines outlined in the discussion part and allow RAN WGs to examine the solutions provided by SA2.

that SA2 and other WGS should be prepared that RAN WGs may suggest solutions deviating from agreed SA2CRs in [6], [8] and [7], [9]. Whether this requires liaising respective groups should be up to TSG RAN.

to task the RAN WGs to start work on NPN based on the attached WID.
-
to leave it to TSG SA how to handle the SA2 approved CRs [6], [7], [8] and [9].
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
