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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN2 for their LS. In the LS, RAN2 asked RAN1 to provide feedback on the maximum number of carriers with NPRS configured to be captured in LPP. After discussion, RAN1 would like to reply as follows:
Based on the previous studies in RAN1, up to [5] carriers with NPRS can be considered as sufficient per NB-IoT cell, and in order to achieve reasonable positioning accuracy 6 to 10 NB-IoT cells need to be observed by a UE for RSTD measurements. Although configuring more NPRS carriers and NB-IoT cells for RSTD measurements can increase the positioning accuracy, it also results in high overhead to convey the LPP configurations to NB-IoT UEs in deep coverage.
