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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R1-1808175(R2-1810969).
There are 64 physical preamble indices in a PRACH occasion. N SS/PBCH blocks can be associated with one PRACH occasion. The higher layer parameter “totalNumberOfRA-Preambles” indicates the total number of preamble available in a PRACH occasion for contention-based and contention-free random access. As clarified in RAN2 NR AH-1807, “totalNumberOfRA-Preambles” is a multiple of N, i.e. each SSB is associated with totalNumberOfRA-Preambles /N preambles for contention-free and contention-base random access.

Based on prior RAN1 agreements and as described in TS38.213, the contention-based and contention-free preambles of SS/PBCH block n start at physical preamble index n.64/N, using totalNumberOfRA-Preambles /N preamble indices for contention-based and contention-free random access for this SS/PBCH block. The following preamble indices until the start of the next SS/PBCH Block with index (n+1) are available for other purposes, e.g. SI requests.

RAN1 doesn’t see the need to change the formulas included in the RAN1 specifications.
