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1. Overall Description
In the current TS 38.321, a UE could perform random access procedure and scheduling request procedure in parallel. The possible conditions for parallel RA procedure and SR procedure are listed in below.

Condition 1: UE triggers a random access procedure due to no corresponding SR configuration (e.g. User plane data) + UE triggers a scheduling request with corresponding SR configuration (e.g. control plane data)
Condition 2: UE triggers a random access procedure due to beam failure recovery request + UE triggers a scheduling request with corresponding SR configuration
Condition 3: UE triggers a random access procedure due to system information request + UE triggers a scheduling request with corresponding SR configuration

In above conditions, a UE may need to perform PRACH transmission and SR transmission in the same slot. Hence, RAN2 would like to inform RAN1to study and to handle the possible occurrence of time domain collision between PRACH transmission and scheduling request transmission. 



2. Actions:
ACTION: 	RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to take scenario of UE performing parallel random access procedure and scheduling request procedure into account.
