Network controlled selection to 5GC or EPC

1. Introduction
The UE upper layer prforms CN selection between EPC and 5GC when the UE selects a cell which provdes EUTRA connectivity to both 5GC and EPC. However, this is UE controlled selection between 5GC and EPC. In this paper, we would like to discuss network controlled selection between 5GC and EPC.

2. Discussion
Here are some use cases that the network may need to control the UE to select the EPC or 5GC.

· EPC or 5GC is congested

· A service is supported in one of EPC and 5GC and not supported in the other. For example, IMS service is supported in EPC but not supported in 5GC.
There should be some ways to control the UE to select the EPC or 5GC. Here we discuss two kinds of network controlled selection.
1) CN controlled selection

NAS layer in the CN orders the UE to select EPC or 5GC. For example, the EPC may send a NAS message with a reject cause to the UE to order the UE to select 5GC during Attach procedure, Tracking Area Update procedure or Service Request procedure. The CN controlled selection is within CT1 scope.
2) RAN controlled selection
EUTRAN orders the UE to select EPC or 5GC. The simplest way is that EUTRAN redirects the UE from EPC to 5GC or from 5GC to EPC. For example, EUTRAN can send a RRC Connection Release message to redirect the UE attached to 5GC to EPC or redirect the UE attached to EPC to 5GC. Therefore we propose EUTRAN can redirect the UE from EPC to 5GC or vice versa.
Proposal: EUTRAN can redirect the UE from EPC to 5GC or from 5GC to EPC.
3. Conclusion
RAN2 is kindly requsted to discuss the proposal. We provide a text proposal for stage 2.

CN Selection
For a cell that provides E-UTRA connectivity to both 5GC and EPC within a PLMN, the UE upper layer performs CN selection between EPC and 5GC. The UE AS layer indicates available CN type(s) to upper layers for CN type selection. EUTRAN can redirect the UE from EPC to 5GC or from 5GC to EPC.
