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1. Overall Description 

RAN2 considered how to specify the structure of NR RMSI, which includes similar contents to both SIB1 and SIB2 in LTE. But the RMSI structure, i.e., whether keep RSMI as one SIB or split it into two or more SIBs, depends on the TB size for RMSI transmission. Our estimate for maximum size of RMSI is roughly about 1700 bits. Therefore, we would like to ask RAN1 whether can support RMSI transmission in one TB in the three multiplexing patterns between SSB and RMSI.
2. Actions:

To RAN1:

RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to provide feedback on whether roughly 1700-bits RMSI can be supported in one TB in the three multiplexing patterns between SSB and RMSI.
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
