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1   Introduction

The TS 37. 324 is endorsed in [1]. In section 5.3.1, the configuration of QoS flow to DRB mapping rule is given. When RRC configures the mapping rule, then the UE shall store it for UL data mapping. 
However, the release of QoS flow to DRB mapping rule for a particular QoS flow is not captured yet in the TS 37.324. There are several use cases for RAN to release a QoS flow. 

· The CN may notify the RAN to release a QoS flow during the PDU session modification procedure;
· During the handover, the target node may reject some QoS flows due to resource limitation;
· For GBR QoS flows, the RAN may determine to release the QoS flow when the GBR requirements are not met;
Hence when the gNB determines to release the QoS flow, the RAN needs to notify the UE to remove the mapping rule. This should be included in SDAP specification explicitly. 
The corresponding text proposal is given in section 2.

· remove the UL QoS flow to DRB mapping rule.
