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1. Introduction
This contribution looks at a correction and a clarification to TS38.321 [1] for SR cancellation.
2. Discussion
Reason for change:
(1) For the SR (PUCCH) cancellation procedure, it is unclear what “the UL grant(s)” stands for. Considering LTE as the baseline, “the UL grant(s)” should stand for “the UL grant(s)” that is (are) used for transmission of MAC PDU and addressed to C-RNTI. However, this is not entirely correct as the UL grants(s) should include configured grant(s) in NR. Accordingly, the following clarification should be made: “the UL grant(s)” is an UL grant(s) used for MAC PDU transmission.
(2) For the SR (RACH) cancellation procedure, the procedure should be aligned with SR (PUCCH) cancellation procedure.
Summary of change:
(1) For the SR (PUCCH) cancellation procedure, it is clarified that “the UL grant(s)” is an UL grant(s) used for MAC PDU transmission.
(2) For the SR (RACH) cancellation procedure, it is aligned with SR (PUCCH) cancellation procedure.

Consequences if not approved:
There is still ambiguity for the SR (PUCCH) cancellation procedure. In addition, the SR (RACH) cancellation procedure is inconsistent with the SR (PUCCH) procedure.

Scheduling Request

When an SR is triggered, it shall be considered as pending until it is cancelled. All pending SR(s) triggered prior to the MAC PDU assembly shall be cancelled and each respective sr-ProhibitTimer shall be stopped when the MAC PDU is transmitted using an UL grant(s) and this PDU includes a BSR MAC CE which contains buffer status up to (and including) the last event that triggered a BSR (see subclause 5.4.5) prior to the MAC PDU assembly. All pending SR(s) shall be cancelled when the UL grant(s) can accommodate all pending data available for transmission.
(omit this part)
The MAC entity may stop, if any, ongoing Random Access procedure due to a pending SR which has no valid PUCCH resources configured, which was initiated by MAC entity prior to the MAC PDU assembly. Such a Random Access procedure may be stopped when the MAC PDU is transmitted using an UL grant(s) when this PDU includes a BSR MAC CE which contains buffer status up to (and including) the last event that triggered a BSR (see subclause 5.4.5) prior to the MAC PDU assembly, or when the UL grant(s) can accommodate all pending data available for transmission.
