Introduction
A new WI: Bluetooth/WLAN measurement collection in MDT, was approved at RAN plenary #78 meeting [1]. The objective of this work item is to introduce Bluetooth (BT) and WLAN measurements collection in MDT to monitor and assess indoor performance.
At RAN2#101, RAN2 agreed that:

Agreements:

1 Immediate MDT, Logged MDT and RLF report are supported for WLAN/BT measurement collection if the measurements available.
2 2 bits should be defined separately in UE capability to indicate whether the UE support Bluetooth and WLAN measurements or not.

In this contribution, we will discuss UE capability for WLAN and BT measurements collection in MDT.
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Discussion
For WLAN and BT measurements collection in MDT, 2 bits in UE capability are introduced to indicate whether the UE support WLAN and Bluetooth measurement or not, so we need to discuss in which scenarios UE capability need to be reported.

To perform measurements collection for MDT, UE capability may need to be reported. In legacy MDT,
· For Immediate MDT and Logged MDT, UE capability need to be reported to E-UTRAN.

· For RLF report and RCEF report, UE capability need not to be reported to E-UTRAN.
In our understanding, since the RCEF reporting mechanism is similar to RLF reporting, so the RLF report in the agreements above includes RLF report and RCEF report actually, i.e. RCEF report is supported for WLAN/BT measurement collection in MDT, and all the use cases supported in legacy MDT are supported in MDT enhancement in Rel-15.

As analysed in [2], MDT framework, basic measurement configuration and reporting procedures can be reused for WLAN/BT measurement collection in MDT, so the UE capability reporting under different use cases can be same as that in legacy MDT mechanism, i.e.
For WLAN and BT measurement collection in MDT

· For Immediate MDT and Logged MDT, UE capability of supporting Bluetooth and WLAN measurements need to be reported to E-UTRAN.

· For RLF report and RCEF report, UE capability of supporting Bluetooth and WLAN measurements need not to be reported to E-UTRAN.
Proposal 1: For WLAN and BT measurement collection in MDT, UE capability of supporting Bluetooth and WLAN measurements need to be reported for Immediate MDT and Logged MDT, while it is not needed to report for RLF report and RCEF report.

Conclusion
In this paper, we discussed UE capability for WLAN and BT measurement collection in MDT has been discussed, and have following proposal:
Proposal 1: For WLAN and BT measurement collection in MDT, UE capability of supporting Bluetooth and WLAN measurements need to be reported for Immediate MDT and Logged MDT, while it is not needed to report for RLF report and RCEF report.
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
