Introduction
One of open issue for resource pool sharing is on the need of support of new mode-3 sensing report for resource pool sharing. In this contribution, it is addressed on this issue.
2.
Discussion 
According to RAN1 agreement of the last meeting, Rel-15 mode 3 UEs shall set the resource reservation field in SCI-1 to the SPS period to improve the performance of Rel-15 mode 3 UE. With this enhancement, the mode 4 UE is able to avoid the resources occupied for mode 3 SPS. Then, the necessity of reporting sensing results by mode 3 UE is mostly for dynamic scheduling for mode 3 UE.
Basically, we think the gain of the reporting is limited considering the following aspects.
In order to provide high predictability of the future resources to the network timely, it is required for the UE to report resource status more frequently. However, this is burdensome to the UE and inefficient from the network resource point of view.  

In addition, there are several aspects which makes the network to determine the possible resources even in the cases the past resource usage status is reported. For instance, the subframes occupied by one shot transmission is not predictable. Moreover, the resource could be newly reserved or the occupied resource are released due to resource reselection. Considering the road situation is changing such as V2X UE comes and goes, the resource situation could also be changed. If P-UE share the resource pools, it would make the resource pool usage more dynamic since the P-UE would not select resources randomly. 
After receiving the sensing report, the network would find unused resources by best effort. It would also not guarantee the collision avoidance between mode 3 UE and mode 4 UE. 
Considering all these aspects, from our view, the sensing reporting by mode 3 UE is not easily justified.
Proposal 1 No need to support of reporting sensing results by mode 3 UE.
