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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 discussed the implications of the agreement that there can be multiple SS/PBCH blocks (SSBs) within a wideband carrier, which can have the same or different PCI.
RAN2 agreed that different SSBs, if associated with a corresponding RMSI, define different individual cells (regardless of whether the same or different PCI is used) characterized by different Cell Global Identifiers (CGIs), which are globally unique in a PLMN. 
RAN2 would also like to highlight that, for a UE in RRC Connected state, the overall bandwidth of the cell defined by a given SSB can be different (larger) than the "Initial Bandwidth Part" associated to the SSB. For a UE in Connected state, the cell defined by a given SSB can also use the radio resources used by the cell accessed by the UE via a given SSB might that overlap in the frequency domain with the radio resources of other cells defined by otheraccessed via other SSBs within a carrier.
RAN2 invites RAN3 to take this into account where needed, e.g. for Xn and F1 procedures.
