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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks RAN1 LS on MSG3 size and further discussed the MSG3 size for different cases. 

RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 that different message 3 sizes have different sizes. 

RRC Connection Request message(originally expected to be 72 bits without any optimizations) can probably fit into TBS size of 56 bits by:
· Segmenting of 5G-S-TMSI between msg 3 and msg 5

· Removing of 1 byte MAC Header

RRC Connection Resume Request message (originally expected to be 96 bits without any optimizations) cannot fit into TBS of 56 bits by any enhancements proposed so far, but could probably fit into 72 bits TBS size by:

· Reducing the I-RNTI  length for RRC Connection Resume Request (Corresponding LS was sent to RAN3)
· Removing of 1 byte MAC Header

· Reducing amount of bits needed for cause values and potentially spare bits

The above listed optimisations are still under discussion and are not finally taken in RAN2/3.

RAN2 therefore kindly ask whether RAN1 can consider support of MSG3 size as follow:

RRC Connection Request: 56 bits 
RRC Connection Resume Request: 72 bits.

2. Actions:

To RAN1
ACTION: 
RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to take the above into account and inform RAN2 if it is possible to achieve increased Msg3 size per above (and if so, what Msg3 size can be achieved) with same coverage as LTE. 
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
