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1	Introduction
The contribution discusses releasing of DRB bearers configured with NR PDCP entity. We discuss two possible interpretations on releasing DRB bearers configured with NR PDCP entity and propose to establish common understanding on UE behaviour. 
2	Discussion
2.1	NR PDCP config
For EN-DC, the network can configure either E-UTRA PDCP or NR PDCP for MN terminated MCG bearers while NR PDCP is always used for all other bearers. 
Focusing on the case when NR PDCP is configured for a DRB, the NW needs to configure NR PDCP with nr-RadioBearerConfig1→RadioBearerConfig→ DRB-ToAddModList, where DRB-ToAddMod is defined in TS38.331:

2.2	DRB release
If the bearer with NR PDCP config exists and it is subject to release, the NW needs to release corresponding configuration consistently. There are different possible ways to interpret the NW action to release NR PDCP entity. I.e. by setting: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Alt 1. radioResourceConfigDedicated → drb-ToReleaseList → with corresponding drb-Identity
Alt 2.  nr-RadioBearerConfig1→RadioBearerConfig→ DRB-ToReleaseList with corresponding DRB-Identity
Alt3. A combination of the Alt.1 and Alt.2: 
radioResourceConfigDedicated → drb-ToReleaseList → with corresponding drb-Identity to release the lower layers (e.g. RLC) 
AND
nr-RadioBearerConfig1→RadioBearerConfig→ DRB-ToReleaseList with the same corresponding DRB-Identity to release the higher layers ( NR PDCP)

While for the NW, behaviour can be determined based on various alternatives, it is important to get understanding what UE does. Following TS36.331 it remains unclear if the drb-Identity used through E-UTRA config only (radioResourceConfigDedicated) is sufficient to release NR PDCP entity in the UE. 
In other words, the key question is:
- Is the UE allowed to remove NR PDCP entity whenever drb-Identity matches? (even though the RRC configuration removing the configuration is E-UTRA RRC configuration)
Detailed handling of the DRB release in EN-DC would follow 5.3.10.2 of TS36.331:

The UE shall:
1>	for each drb-Identity value included in the drb-ToReleaseList that is part of the current UE configuration (DRB release); or
1>	for each drb-identity value that is to be released as the result of full configuration option according to 5.3.5.8:
2>	if this DRB is configured with pdcp-config or DRB release is result of full configuration:
3>	release the E-UTRA or NR PDCP entity;
2>	else if the release is not triggered by full configuration (release the RLC bearer configuration of MCG):
3>	re-establish the RLC entity as specified in 36.322 for this DRB;
2>	release the RLC entity or entities;
2>	release the DTCH logical channel;
2>	if the DRB was configured with pdcp-config and new DRB is not added with same eps-BearerIdentity in drb-ToAddModList nor radioBearerConfig1 nor in radioBearerConfig2:
3>	if the procedure was triggered due to handover:
4>	indicate the release of the DRB and the eps-BearerIdentity of the released DRB to upper layers after successful handover;
3>	else:
4>	indicate the release of the DRB and the eps-BearerIdentity of the released DRB to upper layers immediately.
NOTE 1:	The UE does not consider the message as erroneous if the drb-ToReleaseList includes any drb-Identity value that is not part of the current UE configuration.
NOTE 2:	The association of eps-BearerIdentity to an NR PDCP configuration as defined in TS 38.331 [82] can be included in the same message that releases an DRB associated to the same eps-BearerIdentity.




Generic requirement is that procedures and configurations in TS36.331 refer to the part of UE configuration configured explicitly by E-UTRA RRC, unless stated otherwise. Following this, it appears that pdcp-config determining UE configuration in the above procedure is limited to E-UTRA only. 
Proposal: Clarify if the DRB release (with NR PDCP entity) procedure requires NR config release or can be performed by matching drb-Identity in E-UTRA configuration (radioResourceConfigDedicated) only.

3	Conclusion
Proposal: Clarify if the DRB release (with NR PDCP entity) procedure requires NR config release or can be performed by matching drb-Identity in E-UTRA configuration (radioResourceConfigDedicated) only.
