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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank CT1 on the LS on early data transmission. RAN2 has noted the identified issues provided in the LS and understands that there is an issue of UE remaining in EMM_IDLE in cases when eNB does not move the UE to RRC_CONNECTED in CP-EDT, resulting in mismatch between EMM states in UE and MME. 

RAN2 has discussed potential solutions to the issue and reached agreement on providing an indication to the NAS layer of the UE. In order to minimize possible impact on NAS, RAN2 agreed that RRC layer indicates that “RRC connection has been resumed” followed by “RRC connection has been suspended” for UP-EDT and “RRC connection has been established” followed by “RRC connection has been released” for CP-EDT to higher layers during EDT procedure. 

CT1 asked the following question in C1-186968:
Question: at successful completion of EDT-CP when eNodeB decided not to have RRC connection, will the AS layer of the UE provide an indication identifying this particular event to the NAS layer of the UE; or is EDT-CP fully invisible for the NAS layer?
RAN2 reply:  RAN2 thinks it is preferable if EDT is as transparent to NAS layer as possible. Therefore, RAN2 will specify indications on RRC connection resumption followed by RRC connection suspension, or RRC connection establishment followed by RRC connection release, to higher layers during EDT procedure so that it is clear to NAS layer that UE transitions from EMM_IDLE to EMM_CONNECTED and back to EMM_IDLE after successful EDT when eNB decides not to have an RRC connection. It is RAN2 understanding that no additional work in CT1 is required.
