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	Reason for change:
	When a UE has initiated a request for on demand system information, it may perform a cell reselection while the SI request procedure is still ongoing. Since the SI request is dependent on how SI messages are provided in a cell, i.e. the corresponding configuration is cell specific, the UE shall not continue the same SI request procedure in the new cell.

Ïn case the initiated SI request procedure is Msg1 based, there is a risk that the MAC entity in the UE performs RACH transmissions in the new serving cell after cell reselection, based on the configuration that is valid in the old cell (where the SI request procedure was initiated).

Ïn case the initiated SI request procedure is Msg3 based, there is a risk that the UE performd a RACH procedure, with subsequent transmission of the same RRCSystemInfoRequest message, in the new serving cell after cell reselection. The content of the RRCSystemInfoRequest message will then be based on the System Information scheduling in the old cell.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	It is clarified that in case cell reselection occurs after request for on demand system information the UE ends the procedure and performs MAC reset.

Inter-operability:

1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, the UE may perform SI request transmissions in the new cell after cell reselection based on wrong configuration.
