Discussion
In LTE V2X SL, the Scheduling Request (SR) is used for requesting sidelink resources for LTE Sidelink Mode 3 transmission. To support NR Sidelink Mode 1 transmission, we think that it is likely that NR SR is used for requesting sidelink resources for NR Sidelink Mode 1 transmission.

Proposal 1: NR SR is used for requesting sidelink resources for NR Sidelink Mode 1 transmission.

For NR uplink, the MAC entity may be configured with zero, one, or more SR configurations. Each SR configuration corresponds to one or more logical channels. Each logical channel may be mapped to zero or one SR configuration, which is configured by RRC. 
We think that NR SR can be extended to support sidelink logical channel. SR configurations can be provided for SL separately for UL. This SR configuration can correspond to one or more sidelink logical channels, but not uplink logical channels.

Proposal 2: SR configurations can be provided separately for SL and UL.

Proposal 3: Each SR configuration can correspond to one or more sidelink logical channels, but not uplink logical channels.
Conclusion

In conclusion, we propose to agree the following proposals:
Proposal 1: NR SR is used for requesting sidelink resources for NR Sidelink Mode 1 transmission.

Proposal 2: SR configurations can be provided separately for SL and UL.

Proposal 3: Each SR configuration can correspond to one or more sidelink logical channels, but not uplink logical channels.
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
