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Based on the RAN1 response LS in [1] and report from the last RAN1 ad-hoc meeting [2], RAN2 understands  
· “RAN1 plans to provide at least periodic IS/OOS indications” 
· “RAN1 will strive to provide aperiodic indication(s) based on beam failure recovery procedure to assist radio link failure (RLF) procedure”.
· “In case of unsuccessful recovery from beam failure, UE sends an indication to higher layers, and refrains from further beam failure recovery”
· “Relationship between RLF and unsuccessful beam failure recovery indication (if any) e.g. whether beam failure recovery procedure influences or is influenced by the RLF event”

Regarding the aperiodic indications based on beam failure recovery procedure, RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 the following questions:
Q1. Is RAN1 planning to provide an aperiodic indication to higher layers after a successful beam recovery?

Q1-1. If provided, what is the ‘triggering condition’ of such aperiodic indication to higher layer based on beam recovery success?

Q2. What is the ‘triggering condition’ of the aperiodic indication to higher layer based on failure of beam recovery procedure?

Q3. If a beam recovery is un-successful, will the UE continue monitoring RS(s) for RLM for periodic IS/OOS indications? 

Q4. Is it possible for UE to regain connectivity to the network before RLF is declared after the failure of beam recovery procedure indication is sent to upper layer? 

Q5. Can RAN2 assume the RSs of RLM and beam recovery to be the same?

Q5-1. If the RSs for RLM and beam recovery are different, is it possible/necessary to have aperiodic indication(s) to higher layer based on beam recovery procedure? 

Q5-2. If there is aperiodic indication(s) based on failure of beam recovery procedure, is it possible for the UE maintain the connection?
