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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN2 for the LS on MSG3 size reduction
RAN3 would like to answer the question provided from RAN2
RAN WG2 would like to ask RAN3 to investigate what is the minimum number of (MSB) bits RAN3 see as feasible to be used to retrieve the context from the other gNB.
Answer:

RAN3 reconfirms that both 32 bit gNB ID and 20 bit UE ID are useful in different deployment scenarios, but the maximum gNB ID and the maximum UE ID will be not be required simultaneously in a given scenario.
Hence, RAN3 agreed that the fixed truncation method as in LTE is not suitable for all deployment scenarios, but it is feasible to realise a 24 bit truncated I-RNTI by the dynamic truncation method (i.e. by signalling – e.g. using system information - how many bits from gNB-ID and/or the UE-ID may be truncated).
