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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 discussed the notification control during handover based on section 5.7.2.4 in the TS 23. 501
During a handover, the Source NG-RAN shall inform the Target NG-RAN about those QoS Flows for which a notification that the GFBR cannot be fulfilled has been sent. This is to trigger the Target NG-RAN to send a notification when the GFBR can be fulfilled again for such a QoS Flow which is successfully handed over. After handover, the Target NG-RAN sends a subsequent notification that the GFBR cannot be fulfilled whenever necessary, i.e. even during the configured time described above.

RAN3 listed two solutions as follows wherein solution 2 is the solution in the TS 23. 501. 

· Solution 1: Implicit Indication. In this approach, if a QoS flow is setup successfully in the target side, the target RAN node and AMF shall treat this QoS flow is “fulfilled”.  

· Solution 2: Explicit Indication. In this approach, the source RAN node sends “notification control status” to target RAN node. And the target RAN node update the “notification control status” to AMF.

As the notification control during handover is captured in the SA2, RAN3 asks whether there is any potential problem in core network if solution 1 as mentioned above is adopted in RAN3. If the answer is yes, RAN3 will select solution 2 following SA2 specification.
