Introduction
At the RAN3 NR#2 Adhoc meeting, it was agreed in R3-172646 that an NG-RAN node is either a gNB (providing NR access) or an ng-eNB (providing E-UTRA access).

This paper provides a text proposal for TS 38.413 to address the impacts on the NG-RAN node identifier.
Proposal:
The NG SETUP REQUEST message contains a Global RAN Node ID IE, which is an ASN.1 CHOICE of Global gNB ID IE or Global ng-eNB ID IE.
