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Introduction
TS 38.401 contains a section on “PWS Message Transmission Function”, which contains a functional description of PWS along with some FFSes.
Regarding the FFS on RAN sharing support for PWS, in our understanding a broadcasted warning message should be received by all UEs regardless of the PLMN the UE is registered to, which is the behaviour of PWS in E-UTRAN. If PWS-related procedures in NG-RAN are aligned with E-UTRAN, then there is no need for additional text on RAN sharing support and the FFS in TS 38.401 can be deleted.

Proposal 1:
The FFS regarding “potential text on RAN sharing support (if needed)” can be deleted, since no text is needed.

Also, the remaining text in section 7.1 “PWS Message Transmission Function” can be deleted since it duplicates TS 38.410 (where NG interface functions are described) and TS 38.300 (which has overall description of Public Warning System).  The PWS-related text in TS 38.300 is shown in Appendix B for information.

Proposal 2:
Section 7.1 “PWS Message Transmission Function” can be deleted.

A TP for TS 38.401 is provided in Appendix A to reflect the above proposals.

Public Warning System

NR connected to 5GC provides support for public warning systems (PWS) through means of system information broadcast capability. NR is responsible for scheduling and broadcasting of the warning messages as well as for paging the UE to provide indication that the warning message is being broadcast:
-
Earthquake and Tsunami Warning System: ETWS is a public warning system developed to meet the regulatory requirements for warning notifications related to earthquake and/or tsunami events (see 3GPP TS 22.168 [14]). ETWS warning notifications can either be a primary notification (short notification) or secondary notification (providing detailed information).

-
Commercial Mobile Alert System: CMAS is a public warning system developed for the delivery of multiple, concurrent warning notifications (see TS 22.268 [15]).

Different SIBs are defined for ETWS primary notification, ETWS secondary notification and CMAS notification. Paging is used to inform UEs about ETWS indication and CMAS indication. UE monitors ETWS/CMAS indication in its own paging occasion for RRC_IDLE and RRC_INACTIVE. UE monitors ETWS/CMAS indication in any paging occasion for RRC Connected. Paging indicating ETWS/CMAS notification triggers acquisition of system information (without delaying until the next modification period).
