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1 Description and Proposal
Tdoc [1] proposes:

· For the setup operation, to include an additional container to inform SMF called “PDU Session Failed to Setup Response Transfer” within the “PDU Session Resource Failed to Setup List” IE.
· For the release operation, to report the QoS flows failed to be released in the PDU SESSION RESOURCE RELEASE RESPONSE within a “PDU Session Release Response Transfer” IE. 

For the setup operation, the PDU Session Failed to be Setup IE has been recently added to the message. This will therefore be known by the AMF. It is further expected that AMF communicates about the failed PDU sessions with the SMF over N11 so that the SMF can take appropriate following action for these failed PDU sessions. Therefore, it should not be needed to additionally report these failures over a container directly from gNB to SMF.
For the release operation, it could be questioned why would certain flows succeed the release in a PDU session and not others? Unless a use case is found, the message could be simplified by assuming that the request to release a QoS flow, but then also a PDU session is always successful.

Such simplification would lead to the following Text Proposal:

Proposal 1: clarify the QoS flow/ PDU session failed to release scenario, or otherwise simplify the PDU session release messages according the Text Proposal below.
