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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 thanks RAN1 for the LS on the power splitting across different TTI Lengths in UL. After discussion in RAN4, RAN4 would like to provide following technical information to RAN1 for further study on power splitting issue.
1. For intra-band UL CA with different sTTI lengths, it is very hard to maintain power and phase continuity in the longer TTI because both TTIs are assumed to share a same PA.
2. For inter-band UL CA with different sTTI lengths, it is feasible to maintain power and phase continuity in power non-limited case because different TTIs are assumed to have separate PA.
3. For inter-band UL CA with different sTTI lengths, it is very hard to maintain power and phase continuity for all TTIs in power limited case because the power for at least one TTI should be reduced to meet total power requirement. Some dropping rules could be introduced to maintain power and phase continuity in one TTI and depend on RAN1 decision:
a) If the shorter TTI has higher priority, the longer TTI needs to drop the symbols during the transmission of shorter TTI to maintain power and phase continuity in the shorter TTI. 
b) If the longer TTI has higher priority, the shorter TTI needs to drop the symbols during the transmission of longer TTI to maintain power and phase continuity in the longer TTI.
