Two subclauses in the General part of NR Work item TR for BS RF TR 37.817-02 [1] are still empty:

· 5.2
Relationship between minimum requirements and test requirements

· 5.5 Regional requirements
They correspond to subclauses 4.2 and 4.5 in TS 38.104 [2]. 

This contribution makes a proposal for those two parts, where the proposals are aligned with the corresponding parts in the specifications for LTE [3] and AAS BS [4].

It is proposed that the attached Text Proposal is included in TS 38.817-02 [1].
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5.2
Relationship between minimum requirements and test requirements

While TS 38.104 [3] describe the core requirements, the conformance to the requirements is demonstrated by fulfilling the test requirements specified in the conformance specification 3GPP TS 38.141 [13], part 1 and part 2. An allowance for measurement uncertainty through application of test tolerances is used to create the conformance test requirements using the shared risk principle. 
This is explained through clause 4.2 in TS 38.104 [3], in a way aligned with the specifications for LTE [6] and AAS BS [7]. The shared risk principle is defined in Recommendation ITU‑R M.1545 [12].

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5.5
Regional requirements

Some requirements for NR in TS 38.104 [3] may only apply in certain regions either as optional requirements, or as mandatory requirements set by local and regional regulation. It is normally not stated in the 3GPP specifications under what exact circumstances the regional requirements apply, since this is defined by local or regional regulation. 

A list of such requirements is provided in subclause 4.5 of TS 38.104 [3].
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
