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1. Introduction
In RAN4#84bis meeting, the 45GHz and 60GHz unlicensed bands where introduced in [1] but agreement could not be reached to include these victim bands in FR2 LTE/NR DC band combinations. In this contribution we return to the 45GHz case and related harmonic issues.
2. Discussion
With NR now operating in the mm-wave frequencies with FR2 Band m257, n258, n259 and n260 it is useful to look into potential coexistence bands for the UE as it is currently covered by LTE and FR1 UE coexistence studies which check if sub-6GHz GNSS and ISM bands.
2.1. Existing Unlicensed Bands in the 45GHz Frequency Range

In Table 1 the unlicensed bands in the 45GHz range are listed. IEEE 802.11aj WiGig systems are targeting these bands.

2.2. Coexistence Cases Between FR2 NR Bands and 45GHz Unlicensed Bands
In the mm-Wave spectrum in China, two unlicensed bands in the 45GHz range are defined and are notably targeted by IEEE 802.11.aj system. It is to be noted that this system may coexist with NR FR2 system in the field, and also possibly in the same device. Table 2 shows the potential issues with currently defined NR FR2 bands n258 harmonic 2 interfering with the 45GHz unlicensed bands, these aspects were already discussed during NR study item phase in [2].

Observation 1: n258 2nd harmonic range starts at 48500MHz only 100MHz above the upper 45GHz unlicensed band in China.

3. Conclusion
This contribution provides the set of unlicensed bands in the 45GHz range that are added to the coexistence study TRs for UE NR band combinations including bands in FR2. Potential interference from harmonics of currently defined FR2 NR bands is studied, this conducted to the following observation and proposal.

Observation 1: n258 2nd harmonic range starts at 48500MHz only 100MHz above the upper 45GHz unlicensed band in China.
Observation 2: The recently discussed 37-42.5GHz NR band in China has 200MHz overlap with lower 45GHz unlicensed band.
