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1. Overall Description:

3GPP RAN5 defined test cases for mobile terminated calls over WLAN as described in TS 34.229-1, clauses G.12.2 and G.12.4. Clauses C.11a and C.26a describe the message flows for the two test cases. These test cases are intended to exercise call setup as described in TS 24.229 and as profiled then in GSMA IR.51. In these test cases, the following conditions apply:

a. The UE has the required local resources available and do not need to perform resource reservation.

b. The sequence includes one SDP offer and one SDP answer where the UE makes the final codec selection. 

Furthermore, it is specified that the simulated originating UE sends an INVITE request which carries an SDP body using preconditions and indicating resources being available, as requested by GSMA IR.51. According to current understanding in RAN5, the UE is supposed to answer such INVITE with 180 Ringing and/or with a final 200 OK response. The SDP answer, showing resources being available at both ends, could be included in either message. Note that this SDP answer is the final SDP answer – as there is no resource reservation with ensuing UPDATE happening.
Now the question arose if above understanding is correct. Specifically, RAN5 asks the following questions:

1. Is the UE allowed, as an additional option, to send the SDP answer in a 183 Session Progress response, optionally followed by 180 Ringing (without SDP), and then the final 200 OK response (without SDP)?
2. Or does rather TS 23.228, clause 5.7a.2, apply where it is stated that INVITE is, apart from 100 Trying, followed by 180 Ringing and 200 OK, with SDP answer carried in 200 OK (note that this clause is on scenarios without preconditions and no resource reservation while the scenario exercised in above test cases uses preconditions although resources are available)? 
2. Actions:
