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Reason for change:
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In a review of the work plan for Release 5 during CN#15, the report from CN5 indicated a significant delay in certain requirements. Due to heavy workload within CN5, the requirements for Journalling, Information Services User Data Management are unlikely to be completed by June 2002, the extension granted to CN5 by CN on Release 5 completion. This CRs removes these requirements for R5 to make the load on CN5 more manageable.
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· This CRs proposes the removal of the following OSA Requirements:

· User Data Management

· Journalling Requirements

· Information Services Requirement
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Non approval of this CR will lead to a situation of inconsistency between the OSA Service Requirements and actual stage 3.
