Scope


The scope of this TR is to study the threats, potential security requirements and solutions for the security of 5G network slicing management. More specifically, the security aspects of features described in TS 28.530 [1] and TS 28.531[2] will be studied, including but not limited to threats, potential security requirement and solutions for
TS 28.530:
· Management of network slicing
· Interfaces and information exchanged between management entities
· Elements of indirect management, e.g. link requirements (topology, QoS …) to Transport Network (TN)
TS 28.531:
· Use cases & requirements for provisioning of network slices
· Solutions to enable provisioning of network slices for 5G networks & services
· Information model (IM) to support different Slice/Service type;
· IM and interfaces to handle service requirements associated to network slice;
· Network slice template and define relation of network slice template and instance;
· Procedures for provisioning of network slices instance;
· Protocol-independent IM / solution set of network slice and slice subnet;
· Requirements for transport and virtualizat
The work in ETSI NFV and NGMN on this topic could be taken into consideration in this study.
The part of this study impacting 5G Phase 1 normatie work will be identified. However, the corresponding normative work which shall be completed in 5G Phase 1, is dealt with separately and out of  scope of this TR.
