Slice identifier privacy

5G has introduced the concept of Network Slices (see clause 5.15 of 3GPP TS 23.501). 
The slice identifier allows a user the optimized usage of features and network functions, which are identified by the network slice selection access identifier (NSSAI). The selection of the set of Network Slice instances for a UE is triggered by the first contacted AMF in a registration procedure. 
During initial registration message, the NSSAI shall not be protected. Since several users will be using the same NSSAI, even if not protected, this provides a certain grade of privacy during this phase. After initial registration, the NSSAI shall be protected within NAS messages to not allow the correlation with other identities.
