The JWE/JWS profile is currently contained in the draft-CR S3-181937 [1]. However, it should be moved to TS 33.210 instead which is supposed to be the central repository for cryptographic profiles.

The present contribution removes the JWE/JWS profile from S3-181937 [1]. The companion contribution S3-182198 then adds the JWE/JWS profile to TS 33.210.

The JWE and JWS profiles (3GPP specific restrictions on the use and support of JWE and JWS) are contained in TS 33.210 [3]. 

In addition, the following restriction applies: cIPX and pIPX shall use ES256 to sign modifications.
NOTE 1: The cipher suite negotiation in the N32-c initial handshake does not involve cIPX or pIPX. Hence the cipher suite usage of cIPX and pIPX needs to be specified explicitly in the present specification.
