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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks SA3 for the LS on Specification of the EAS-C/U interfaces for BEST, which provides a set of requirements for BEST service for non-IP data sent via SCEF to TS 33.163 (S3-182626).
In the CR S3-182626, SA3 pointed out that:
	-
BEST-C and BEST-U between the UE and the HSE

-
EAS-C and EAS-U between the HSE and the EAS.  Definition of this interface is out of scope of this document.  Annex B describes a candidate interface based on Restful HTTP for the communication between the HSE and the EAS.
When the UE’s PDN connection terminates at the SCEF as shown in Figure 4.2.1-2:

-
The HSE may be implemented as part of the SCEF.

-
The EAS may be an SCS/AS and use a T8 interface to access exposed network capaiblities as described in TS 23.682 [14].


And in the LS (S3-182674), SA3 asked:

SA3 kindly asks CT3 to review the EAS-C/U protocols and consider whether EAS-C/U functionality should be part of CT3’s work scope and whether EAS-C/U functionality should be added to the T8 interface to support the case where the BEST protocol is used in a non-IP PDN connection that terminates at the SCEF.

Answer: The T8 specification is TS 29.122 and it includes the NIDD API which is used by the SCS/AS and the SCEF to transfer non-IP data. In principle, CT3 is responsible to specify protocol details for 3GPP system interworking with external network. In this case, since the EAS-C&U interface may reside between the SCEF and the SCS/AS so it is within CT3 remit.

CT3 also noticed that Annex B of TS 33.163 provides some protocol details for EAS-C&U interface, CT3 kindly ask SA3 to focus on stage 2 requirements and leave protocol details to CT3. CT3 will inform SA3 the final agreed one once it is stable and SA3 may consider to replace those protocol details in Annex B with reference to CT3 specification.
