Rationale

In the summary part clause 4 of TR 33.819 the terminology NPN, SNPN and PNiNPN is introduced. 
A Non-Public Network (NPN) is a 5GS deployed for non-public use, see TS 22.261 [1]. An NPN may be deployed as described in TS 23.501 [7] in more detail:

-
a Stand-alone Non-Public Network (SNPN), i.e. operated by an NPN operator and not relying on network functions provided by a PLMN, or

-
a Public network integrated NPN (PiNPN), i.e. a non-public network deployed with the support of a PLMN.

For consistency it is suggested to provide the acronyms in 33.819 and to use them throughout the document.
